Abstract: Protected designation of origin is related to the quality of goods originating
from a certain geographical area. Therefore, third parties believe that these are
goods that have special properties, while the subjects of protection provide protection
on the basis of the established specificity of the product, which although it could be
produced anywhere in the world, if produced in a given locality, is a unique product
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as such it is possible to produce only in a given geographical area. Geographical
space is not a strictly defined term, so it couldbe a certain country, region, local
community, city and village. If a person who has marked his goods with a mark of
origin, and does not produce the same goods in accordance with the obtained mark,
shall be considered to be committing a criminal offense of economic crime.
Conversely, a person engaged in the production of the same type of goods, but who
does not possess a Protected designation of origin, if he puts a PDO or a similar
indication on his product, seriously infringes the subjective rights, and thus commits
unfair competition. The establishment of Protected designation of origin is not
negligible for economic entities, it has multiple significance for the economy of
countries, therefore disputes that violate the Protected designation of origin, given
their economic value, are not negligible.

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SUMMARY

The greatest contribution that the WTO arbitration has made is precisely that, through
its mechanisms, it has managed to be, in addition to efficient dispute resolution, also
efficient in the execution of arbitration decisions. The independence of the WTO
arbitration is reflected in several ways, first, the arbitrators do not belong to the
sovereignty from which the parties to the dispute originate; second, the parties choose
to turn to international commercial arbitration, of their own free will. The reason for
this is that they have full confidence in the work and operation of the WTO, and the
arbitration of the WTO. The parties should know in advance that the arbitral decision
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will be fair, and in accordance with the law, but what the parties are most interested in
is certainly the enforceability of the arbitral decision, which the WTO provides
through its mechanisms.

Decisions made within arbitrations that have effective means of enforcement create a
favorable legal climate, both for the operation of arbitration and for the development
of intellectual property rights. If legal entities are confident that their rights will be
protected, both by legislation and by arbitral decisions that are enforceable, they will
be encouraged to develop, their imagination, and innovation without fear of being
exposed to a lack of legal protection.

International arbitration, as we have seen, is the most effective remedy, for the
preservation of business relations based on products bearing a Protected designation
of origin; transmission; legal protection: manner of economic exploitation; and of
immeasurable economic and developmental importance so unique that they have led
to them becoming inseparable from a particular form of dispute resolution, through
international arbitration.
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
